Welcome

Firstly, we would like to apologise for the late arrival of our Spring Term Newsletter. The weeks since returning from our Christmas break seem to have passed by so very quickly. Therefore this addition has a great deal of information and we hope you will take the time to read and digest its contents.

Policies and Procedures

Roselands Community Nursery and Playschool take seriously the responsibility of caring and educating your children. Therefore a thorough update of the settings policies and procedures has taken place and are fully in line with the legal requirements of the Early Years Foundation Stage. It is the settings duty to ensure all staff understand and work inline with such policies and procedures and it is advised that all parents/carers have read and understood them as well. They are available on our website and there is a hard copy within the setting for your perusal. Please note policies and procedures are put in place to safeguard children, staff and families using / working at the setting.

Nursery Fees 

As a setting it has always been and will continue to be our intention to provide parents/carers with high quality childcare and education. Recently as you are aware everyone has been subject to a substantial increase in VAT and the nursery is no exception. Therefore after careful consideration we will be raising fees as listed   from April 1st 2011.

Nursery: Ages 0 – term after 3rd Birthday, all sessions are calculated at £3.70 per hour. Playschool: Ages 3yrs 3mths – 5 years, £2.70 per hour between the hours of 9am – 3.30pm and £3.70 per hour between 7.30 – 9am and/or 3.30 – 6pm. Holiday Club fees for children 3 yrs 3mths – 11 yrs are calculated at the same rates as playschool. 

Special Events

Firstly apologies that events mentioned in our previous letter did not go ahead. Due to time restraints and staff illness these events have had to be postponed. However we would like to inform you of some exciting events that will be going ahead and we hope you will come and join us.

3.3.11 (Thursday) – World Book Day. Blue Room (playschool) and Red Room (toddler 2) will be celebrating world book day. Your child is invited to dress up as a character from a book or nursery rhyme. Staff will be taking part as well. Throughout the day we will be sharing traditional stories, rhymes and role-playing favourite stories. We will also be giving each child a world book day voucher that can be used at any good book retailer.

19.3.11 (Saturday) - Cook, Create and Share. Yellow and Green Room (Baby Room and Toddler 1) will be providing parents/carers with the opportunity to join staff in a morning of sharing some simple recipe ideas that help provide a variety of options when feeding your little ones. A free recipe/ideas booklet will be given to each parent at the end of the session. A free crèche (for your little ones) and a free breakfast (for the adults) will be available to parents/carers attending the morning. Individual invitations with further information will be sent out in due course.

2.4.11 (Saturday) – Roselands Easter Breakfast. Following the success of last years Easter breakfast morning we have decided to hold this event again this year. Families are welcome to a free Easter breakfast where you will have the opportunity to look at your child’s portfolios and developmental passports. It is also a great opportunity to network with other parents/carers in a relaxed and welcoming environment. Individual invitations with further information will be sent out in due course.

7.4.11 (Thursday) - Musikgarten – For children who attend playschool (blue room) come and join staff and children for a fun Musikgarten session. Your child may have spoken about Mervyn coming into playschool and the songs they learn. We will also take this opportunity to show you some of the wonderful songs the children enjoy that provide phonic cognition. Refreshments will be served. Further information nearer the event will be given.

Term Dates

A full list of term dates are available on our website www.roselandsnursery.com.  This includes the additional public holiday in April 2011 for the Royal Wedding. As a reminder for those children attending term time only, half term is from Monday 21.2.11 – 25.2.11 (inc). There is also a non-pupil day at Roselands Primary School on 28.2.11.  For parents requiring holiday club over Easter, forms are 

available on line or where you sign your child in. Holiday club is open to all children up to the age of 11. 

Parental/Carer Behaviour

Unfortunately this term it has come to our attention that on occasions undesirable parental /carer behaviour has been witnessed in both the car park and front entrance. Can we take this opportunity to remind all parents/carers that as adults we should behave in both a responsible and reasonable way, especially when families with small children are arriving or departing from the setting. Finally the setting will not tolerate such behaviour and exclusion may result. 

Polite Reminders

Please can we remind you to label all children’s belonging, as it makes it easier to return lost items to you. We have a lost property box situated at the front of the building that you are welcome to check. There is also a large amount of food containers and children’s flasks unclaimed situated on the storage shelves at the front of the building. These items and lost property will be disposed of on Friday 4th March 2011.

Nappies and Wet Wipes

Unfortunately due to some parents/carers repeatedly not bringing sufficient supplies of wet wipes and nappies and the setting having to use their own supply, charges will be made. For each time a baby or child is changed and no nappy and/or wet wipes have been supplied a £1.00 charge will be incurred. Can we also remind parents/carers of children who are still toilet training that wet wipes still need to be supplied. Again if this does not happen the same charge applies.

Food Safety
Please can we request that when placing grapes into your child’s lunch box they are cut in half, this is to prevent a choking hazard. Please can you follow this advise with similar fruits.

Late Charges

This is a polite reminder that all parents/carers must collect their children by the designated pick up times. A late charge of £10.00 will be incurred if you are later than the 10-minute window allowed by the setting. In the event of emergencies only, please contact the setting and an extension to session times can be arranged and charged at the normal hourly fee.

Magic Moment Cards

For children attending playschool you may have noticed the display board has been designed for parents/carers to share their child’s magic moments with the setting. Magic moments could be a new experience your child has had, a visit to somewhere special or a comment your child has made. Whatever the magic moment you share will enable us to continue to build a better understanding of your child’s life away from the setting.
